Detailed supply plan will be provided by the purchaser on fortnightly basis. Purchaser shall advise Seller its needs within the quantities indicated in schedule of requirement as per requirement. The shipments shall be evenly spread throughout the period of this Contract as per need of purchaser.

Bidding will be conducted through the International Competitive Bidding (ICB) procedures specified in the Procurement Law and Procurement regulations of Afghanistan, and are open to all bidders from Eligible Source Countries as defined in the Bidding Documents.

c. Bidders shall include a letter from a first class bank indicating their financial status which will indicate their ability to perform the contract.
