Qualification Requirements include:
(a) Financial Capability

The Bidder shall furnish documentary evidence that it meets the following financial requirement(s): 
The Bidder shall furnish documentary evidence of their financial standing. Alternatively they shall include a letter from a reputed bank indicating their financial status which will include their ability to perform the contract of magnitude equivalent to the quoted price.

Experience and Technical Capacity
Bidders must provide evidence that they have successfully supplied, installed and commissioned at least one contract of similar nature of equipment during any one of the past five years. The list of supplied equipments shall include:

The Bidder shall furnish documentary evidence to demonstrate that the Goods it offers meet the following requirement:

They will be of standard quality/make and will be fully suitable for the intended purpose.

The bidder shall confirm the availability of spare parts and after sales service for the supplied goods.

The bidder shall provide the address of the dealer/agent for verification or confirm that the bidder will establish the above services within 30 days of notification of award. If the bidder does not have the above services he shall quote separately for setting up of the above.
The warranty period should be 2 (two) years from the date of acceptance of the Goods.
Training must be included in the offer as requested in Schedule of Requirements and Technical Specifications.
