The Ministry of Energy and Water of Islamic Republic of Afghanistan has received a grant from Ministry of Finance towards Procurement of Supply and Installation for Conversion from Simple Cycle to Combined Cycle at Kabul North West Thermal Plant, and it intends to apply part of the proceeds of this grant to payments under this Contract.

The Afghanistan Reconstruction and Development Services (ARDS) acting on behalf of  Ministry of Energy and Water now invites sealed bids from eligible and qualified bidders for the Procurement of Supply and Installation for Conversion from Simple Cycle to Combined Cycle at Kabul North West Thermal Plant. The estimated construction period for this project   is 777 days.

Bidding will be conducted through the International Competitive Bidding (ICB) procedures specified in the Procurement Law and Procurement regulations of Afghanistan, and are open to all bidders from Eligible Source Countries as defined in the Bidding Documents.

Interested eligible bidders may obtain further information from Afghanistan Reconstruction and Development Services (ARDS) and inspect the Bidding Documents at the address given below from 9:00-14:00 Hrs on any of the working hours from Saturday to Thursday.

Qualification requirements for bidders, including members of joint ventures, subcontractors or vendors:

(i) The bidder shall have US$ 1.5 Million of liquid assets and/or credit facilities, net of other contractual commitments and exclusive of any advance payments which may be made under the Contract to verify adequacy of working capital for the Contract. Submit profit and loss statements and auditor’s reports for the past five years; to demonstrate the financial standings of the Bidder.
(ii) The minimum required annual volume of construction work and supply of goods for the successful bidder in any of the last five years shall be US$ 9 Million.

(iii) The bidder must have completed at least one contract of similar or larger nature, complexity and value over the last five years. The bidder should provide:

a. Name and address of client with email address/phone no.

b. Contract no., date, value of Contract and date of completion.

c. Details of work done in the Contract.

(iv) The bidder will arrange all the necessary equipments required for successfully carrying out the Project.

(v) The bidder should arrange all the personnel required, as mentioned in the Technical Specifications, for successful completion of the Project.
